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Rep. Urdahl 
gains major funds
for Meeker, Wright

ST. PAUL – Meeker and 
Wright counties have millions of 
reasons to be delighted with the 
way the 2008 legislative session 
unfolded. 
From agriculture to educa-

tion, local infrastructure and 
recreation, proposals authored 
by Rep. Dean Urdahl, R-Grove 
City, resulted in millions of dol-
lars being funneled to District 
18B.
Wright and Meeker fared quite 

well, even as Gov. Tim Pawlenty 
reduced bonding bill funding by 
about 25 percent.
Funding for local projects totals 

nearly $8.5 million in the Litch-
fi eld area alone. Urdahl garnered 

$6 million for the Litchfi eld 
wastewater treatment plant, al-
lowing First District Association 
expansion by up to double its 
current size. First District’s in-
creased dairy production could 
positively impact the Minnesota 
economy by up to $850 million 
annually. 

Urdahl also acquired $2.4 mil-
lion to develop Greenleaf State 
Recreational Area south of Li-
tchfi eld.

The bonding bill aids Cokato, 
Dassel, Cosmos and Grove City 
as well by providing funding for 
water-related projects.
